We hope everyone has fun and enjoys the days we have snow. However, we do have some reminders about being on the course during “snow days”.
We ask that golf carts, or any other motorized vehicles stay off the golf course. We also ask that we reduce the repetitive compaction of the same
areas (unfortunately, this includes the fun hills on holes 8 & 9). While some may see the large, open areas on the golf course as a potential winter

playground, we need to remember that there is grass underneath the snow and ice. The grass on the golf course is already more susceptible to
winter damage due to the shorter height of cut than home lawns. When the leaf blade freezes, it is more likely to break when compacted. It can take
over a month of growing season for the grass to recover from this type of damage. So with that in mind, we appreciate everyone's assistance and
