and turf going dormant. The majority of the staff’s attention will be leaf removal
maintaining the ability to play. Our fall/winter project will primarily be tree limbing.
This will promote grass growth under trees while creating better visibility and ease
of mowing for our crew.

2026 will bring challenges as we address irrigation system issues. Trevor will first
address holes 10 & 11 intending to run new wiring to existing heads.

Hole 12 back tee box project has been completed. With the removal of the trees, we
expect a huge improvement in the future.

Lastly, as you recall we upgraded all the tee markers this year. This winter we plan to
upgrade all the Hazard Markers around the golf course. We have all the materials for
this project, but if working with wood or painting is something you enjoy, let us
know! We would like to have some help for this project should anyone be interested.
The new markers will match the existing tee markers.

We appreciate the support and all the recent comments about the golf course as we
strive toward continuous improvement.
