In the spirit of “Continuous Improvement”  we are beginning to see the great results of Trevor and 

his team during the winter months as warmer temperatures heat up. 
The warmer temperatures allow the best time to grow grass. With that, you will notice some of the 

tees have shifted closer to the cart path to minimize cart traffic to promote healthy grass. 
 

we urge every member to follow the posted signs and use the 90 degree rule. We 
are seeing members drive up to tee boxes and drive straight down the fairway 

after tee shots.  Please walk up to tee boxes and follow cart path rules. 
 

A couple of huge projects are coming up.  Beginning May 12, we will be getting all collars replaced 
on the greens. We are shifting to Tahoma 31 that will allow us to establish a clean edge along the 

green and provide a great playing surface.  We plan to add this grass to a couple of tee boxes as well 
that have shade or other issues. 

Also, we are planning to renovate and sod the rough to the left of number 3 green. 
All trees that we planned to remove on the right side hole 10 are now gone to help us move forward 

with our long term plan to get healthy grass on the right side of the fairway.
